1. CALL TO ORDER
1.1 Members of Diocesan Council and guests gathered at the Cathedral Hall.. The meeting was called to order

at 1:15 p.m. with the Right Reverend Claude Miller assuming the Chair. The Chair declared a quorum and
offered a word of welcome to all members, especially the new members of Council.
The Bishop asked everyone present to give a short introduction of themselves.

1.3  Bishop’s Comments
The Bishop noted a copy of the response to his charge was in the pre-meeting circulation, so he passed a
copy of his charge to go with it in order to keep things in perspective.  The Bishop explained Diocesan
Council is the body in charge of synodical business between Synods. He reminded everyone that although
we have 7 teams, all members of the Council work together and not in isolation from each other.

Matthew 10:40-42 was read.  A discussion ensued on the concept of Christian hospitality which holds a

much deeper meaning than the secular sense.

The task is in front of Council as an administrative matter to be brought to Synod in 2007.

3.2.4 Companion Diocese Committee
Our Companionship with Recife formally ended in 2004.  This matter has been referred to the Mission
Outreach Team asking them to establish a Companion Diocese Committee to develop a policy and to
investigate the possibility of renewing our covenant with Recife or finding a new companion.

At this point, the Bishop called on George Porter to give a report on the upcoming C2C Mission to Cuba.
G. Porter reported the group was leaving on Sunday and that the enthusiasm was very high amongst the
group of 14.  He was please to say the base goal of $21,000 had been surpassed and that $26,000 had
actually been raised.  The Bishop offered prayers of blessing on this group.

4. Reports
4.1 Camps Campaign

The Bishop called on Peter Irish who distributed his report to all those present.  As of June 22, pledges and
donations had reached $86,597.49.  P. Irish called on all Council members to encourage the people in their
parishes to be aware of the Camps Campaign.  The Bishop expressed his disappointment that the amount
raised was only 8% of the anticipated target for the end of June ($500,000).

A very lengthy discussion followed with the goal of making the campaign more visible and productive.

4.2 Synod Planning
G. Hall reported the 8 member planning team would be meeting soon for an evaluation session. The Diocese
is in the process of making a template for Synod so that future synods may be planned with more ease. He
expressed his thanks to all who helped.  The Bishop added his personal thanks to all who worked in the
planning and execution of Synod 2005.
